Acts 23.12-35// July 7, 2024

TRUE VS. TRUTH

Paul finds himself not only in prison, but learning that there is an assassination
attempt upon his life. Yet Paul also knows that the Lord told him that he would
preach the Gospel in Rome. Both are frue, but only one will be proven as fruth.

True things can change, but Truth does not change.
True things can only go as far as Truth allows it to.

Our "Truth” must not rest in the physical or what we can see around us. Paul’s
“Truth” wasn’t the fact he had 470 armed guards; his “Truth” was that God had
told him he would preach in Rome. So when those armed guards showed up,
Paul knew what was going on. He knew that this was God keeping His promise.

GOD’S PURPOSES WILL STAND

Two of the main reasons why Luke is writing this lefter fo Theophilus, a Roman
leader, are to both make a case that Paul is not a threat to Rome, but also o
show that God'’s plans can’t be thwarted.
